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Itinerary Mérida (4), Cancun (3)
DAY 1 MÉRIDA  Welcome to México! Begin 
your Mayan Experience with a brief orientation 
meeting to acquaint you with Mérida, capital of 
the Yucatan state.

DAY 2 MÉRIDA  Today, experience Mérida, “gateway 
to the Yucatan.” Founded in 1542, this city is an 
exciting fusion of Mayan and European influences, 
with much to offer travelers.
